•	 To generate ongoing collegial support and informa-
tion exchange.

For nearly 25 years, CJJ has served as the national associ-
ation of Governor-appointed State Advisory Groups and 
included members from many walks of life and profes-
sional disciplines who, together with allied individuals 
and organizations, seek to improve the circumstances of 
vulnerable and troubled children, youth and families in-
volved with the courts, and to build safe communities. 

Today, CJJ members span the U.S. states and territories, 
providing a forum for sharing best practices, innovations, 
policy recommendations and peer support.
